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PRESTIGIOUS MEDALS

Prestigious service medals someone might receive while serving in U.S.
Armed Forces.

SILVER STAR

The Silver Star Medal was established by President Woodrow Wilson
during World War L. It is awarded for gallantry not justifying the award
of one of the next higher valor awards — the Distinguished Service Cross,
the Navy Cross, or the Air Force Cross. The gallantry displayed must
have taken place while in action against an enemy of the United States,
while engaged in military operations involving conflict with an opposing
foreign force.

It is estimated that between 100,000 and 150,000 Silver Stars have been
awarded since the decoration was established. Colonel David Hackworth

earned ten Silver Stars for service in the Korean War and the Vietnam
War.

Women to receive the Silver Star medal were: three nurses who served in
World War [; in World War II, four Army nurses serving in Italy; one
woman in Iraq War and one woman in Afghanistan. These are of the
known recipients, more are possible.
